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Need To Sell Your
House Now?

Here’s What To Do

There are reasons why people must sell
a home. They could involve moving
because of their jobs, an inherited house,
or some other life circumstance.

Whether the housing situation is
favorable where you live or whether it
isn't, if you want to get a buyer right
now, you have to go beyond the usual
steps.

Traditional selling advice still applies,
including:

List it now. Spring is usually the best
time to sell. There will be no other
timing advantages, so do it now.

Fix up and clean up. Don't do expensive
renovations, but paint it, clean it and de-
clutter it.

Keep only enough furniture to make the
house livable and store the rest.

More advanced steps include:

¢ Set a realistic price. A good real
estate agent can set the price and
make it attractive enough so people
who are renting will think your
house is a better deal.

¢ Offer a bonus if the house is sold by
a certain date. Offer other agents a
bonus if they bring in the buyer.

¢ Promote the place. The agent pays
the usual marketing costs, such as
newspaper want ads, but you should
offer to pay for other promotions.

¢ Be sure your house is shown on real
estate Web sites. Zillow,
Cyberhomes, and Realtor.com are
some of the best.

¢ Consider financing the mortgage if
the home is paid off. You could
charge a higher interest rate. The
worst-case scenario is that the
borrower defaults and you have to
take the place back.

¢ Accept a reasonable offer. A house
is only worth what someone is
willing to pay for it, which could be
less than you want.

Replace or Repair?
Replace computers when repairs will cost more than half the original price. For large
appliances, replace when the repairs will cost 30 to 40 percent of a new unit, because the
newer unit will be more energy efficient.

Ask a Pro............

Q. What is the purple flowering broadleaf weed I see in my Fescue?

A. Henbit, Lamium amplexicaule, is a winter annual weed that has leaves that are
opposite, dark green and pubescent above and lighter below. The lower leaves
have petioles and the upper leaves are ovate to circular. The leaf edges have
rounded teeth and are crinkled at the edges.

Henbit flowers are pink to red to purple and borne in whorls in the upper leaf axils.
They are up to 3/4 inch long. Henbit normally flowers April to June and
occasionally in September. Henbit is often found growing in moist, fertile soils.

The main reason that the weed is present in your Fescue turf is that there is not a
pre-emergent applied in the Fall due to over seeding your Fescue turf. If the
property was over seed and a pre-emergent were applied then your seed would not
come up. Therefore we broadcast post-emerge the weed out of your landscape in
Round #2 of your program. It is a weed that is easily removed but will show up in
your landscape in late winter to early spring. This is also why you see some other
weeds in your Fescue turf at the beginning of the year, if you still see the weeds
after we apply Round #2 give us a call and we will return at no cost and perform a
service call. Thanks
